The Plan has been submitted to SMBC highways
for approval following which the issue of funding the scheme needs to be finalised.

CCTV in the village- Update

Unfortunately, the CCTV trial that has been ongoing for over a month has not
performed in the way that we had hoped. The current position of the camera
does not allow it to be used as an ANPR camera although the day/night
recording and imaging are excellent. A working group has been formed to look
at the other possibilities re siting of ANPR and have had a preliminary meeting
with SMBC Highways about the possibility of using their lighting columns and
are waiting for a response.

The double glazing for the hall will be installed during the October half term
week and should help reducing the heat loss and reduce draughts thus making
an improvement in our heating bills.



The Trustees are also investigating the possibility of putting solar panels on the
rear roof, and we will keep you updated as and when this project progresses.

Temple Balsall, the village in the south of our Parish, is said to be a
rallying point for Knights Templar wishing to join the Crusades. Having
always had a vague interest in the Crusades, | came upon this book “The
Templars” by Dan Jones, the well known historian, author and
broadcaster by chance, and found it, not to be a dry as dust list of dates,
names and events, but a history written almost in the style of a novel. It’s
lengthy, it’s history, but it's very readable.

The Order of the Knights Templar was founded by Hugh of Payns in
1119, to lead a group of Knights protecting pilgrims visiting the Holy Land
and lasted until it was destroyed by Philip VI of France in 1311.

The order flourished with the support of Popes and the Kings of France
and England, becoming an extremely influential organisation of
landowners and financiers, particularly to the French throne.

One thing they were not very good at was waging war. They made some
disastrous decisions when leaving their Middle Eastern strongholds,
being heavily defeated by Saladin and his Moslems and Baybars and his
Mamluks, forcing them to retreat to Cyprus.

Their financial success was their ultimate downfall, as Philip VI, a greedy
and vindictive King and with the help of a week Pope Clement V, had
them successfully tried as heretics and the order destroyed in 1311.
